Dominion Meadows Greens Committee News July 2010
Here’s the latest and greatest on what’s happening at DMGC.

Irrigation Water:  Water Pressure tests have shown improvement since City activated the new reservoir.  DMAA Board decided to monitor effects of the increased pressure for the rest of the season before considering alternatives.
Tees and Traps:  Men’s’ and Ladies Clubs have put a high priority on improvement in both areas.  Much effort has been expended on these projects, with seven new tees and two upgrades being completed to date. Three traps have been done so far and more to come before season end.  Mucho thanks to Don Clarke and George Bybee!
Beautification:  Kudos to Marie Lotze for her continued efforts to always have the course colorful and clean.  Brent Armes has taken on the job of grooming the 1st tee.  First impressions are lasting impressions and it looks good.  The new flower garden behind number six tee is a dramatic improvement with thanks to Dee McMillan, Marie and Greg Schmitz.  
The Left side of number one fairway has been expanded by adding an irrigation line from cart shed to cart path near the green, thanks to George and Buck.  We hope to have the landing area left of the green playable soon!
Soil Improvements:  Greg is making headway in a variety of areas to improve the soil.  The new aerator is proving helpful in fracturing soil so water and nutrients can penetrate the soil profile and promote root growth.  Use of wetting agents and gypsum are expected to loosen the soil in order to develop better turf.
Fertilizing:  A generous donation made last year has made it possible to upgrade the fertilization program.  A specialty grade with nutrients more suited to our needs and use of time release action over several months is now in practice and we are seeing the positive effects of that upgrade.
Cart paths:  Now that the paving is complete, we are in maintenance mode.  We plan to seal some of the first paths paved by season’s end.  Please remember to use paths and rough as much as possible, obey the 90 degree rule and park on the cart paths by tee boxes and greens.  
Plugging Greens:  Plugging is vital to good greens maintenance, but it does affect play as the greens heal.  Plugging is scheduled for Sept 20th-21st in order to minimize the interruption.

Volunteers:  Many thanks to all of you who support your course in whatever way you choose.  Every little bit helps!!

The key to improvement:  Keep your head down, left arm straight, follow through and volunteer.
